Communication and Language

We have key texts, teaching sessions and continuous provision that we use to
promote communication and language skills throughout the term.

The children will be listening carefully to songs and paying attention to how
they sound. They will be listening and engaging in non-fiction books around

our topic of celebration.

We will be completing different activities to help the children to develop social
phrases and to use new vocabulary through the day.
Through different stories we will continue to discuss feeling and emotions as

well as modelling talk routines through the day.
